MARITAL MEDIATION AGREEMENT
Brian Florence, (the mediator) and * and * (the parties) hereby agree:

1. 
This mediation is a cooperative problem solving process using the mediator to impartially assist the parties in reaching an acceptable “Marriage Agreement” (the Agreement) or orally make commitments to the other to make the parties marriage more satisfying.

2.
The issues to be discussed and/or negotiated will be decided by the parties.

3.  
The length and number of meetings will be determined by the parties.  Most meetings will be with the mediator and parties together but with the parties’ concurrence or request, the mediator may meet with each party separately.  

4.  
The matters discussed, information or materials produced and any Agreement reached in mediation, shall remain confidential and unless otherwise admissible, shall not be used by either party in any court proceeding.  All such communications shall be considered as privileged settlement discussions or confidential marital communications.

5.
However, the mediator will have a duty to report any claims of child abuse not previously reported.  He will also take appropriate remedial action if he concludes that either of you are in danger.  

6.  
The parties agree not to subpoena the mediator or his records and if they do, will pay for his expenses and time in moving to quash.

7.
Although a lawyer, the mediator will not give legal advice but may provide legal information.  He may also discuss legal options and alternatives with the parties, if they choose to do so.

8.  
The parties agree to pay the mediator from joint funds or equally from their individual funds unless they agree to an unequal allocation.  The parties understand that the fees are $130.00 per hour for the first session.  They are $110.00 per hour for any subsequent sessions.  The fees are to be paid at the conclusion of each meeting.  Mediator does not accept credit cards.  

9.  
All notes of the mediator are his own confidential work product and will not be released to any person.  If either party attempts to subpoena the records, they will pay the mediators time or expense for moving to quash.

10.  
The mediator will not reveal any portion of the discussions with the parties to any person without the written consent of both parties.
